It has been very quiet on the Amacayacu river
There are no boats with tourists passing by and
the illegal logging is rarely seen at the moment.
Waste is, however, something that keeps
showing up and it mainly consists of plastic
bottles from soft drinks ath engine oil. The
rubbish piles up in between the branches that
stick out from the water, which gives the
environmental patrol the chance to easily
collect it befoe it drifts away to the Amazon
river. On this massive and strong river no one
will make theeffort anymore of taking the
waste out of the water. In most communities
like San Martin de Amacayaeuaste is usually
bumed but here, ©6rtunately, the
environmental patrolcollects the waste in big
bags that are given to the tourists who go back
to Leticia. In Leticia the bags are taken to the
recycle deposit “Amazmas _Sin ___ Limités
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(Amazorwithout borders), alNGCthat works
together with the Colombian dwmrce to make
sure that recyclablematerials end up in Bogota
in order tobe processed. For now all the waste
of the community is being stored untihe
moment that the transports to Leticia start
running again.

REFORESTATION

With the help of the seven participating
families the rebrestation project went
incredibly fast: within a month 2800 trees
were planted and markedAmazing! We have
passed the goal of 2000 trees and all the
participants are interested in planting more.

It is important, though, to remarkthat
reforestation is ot happening onlylue tothis
small project. It has always been a vital
element of Ticuna culture. Whenever wood is
cut for an (always temporary) agriculture field
and the main crops like yucca, banana and
pineapple are planted, people always plame
trees that have to become theew forest at
the same time.

The kind of trees that are planted for the
future forest have changed with time,
according to the actual needs. In the past it
would be important to plant certain kind of
palms for the building of the malokas.
Nowadgs there are power saws that can cut
hard wood into planks for the modern houses
andtherefore there are more trees now being
planted that produce hard woodThe variety
of fruit trees, like for example the avocado,
madrofia, copuazl, brojéo and chontaduro
has, of coursenot changed since these fits
are indispensable aod. After the field has
produced the cropsdr around 2 / 2,5 years it
must be given a period of rest for about 15
years. During this time the planted trees grow
and the fruits from the fruitrees are collected
to eat.

It was an
enormous taskto undo the contract with
Southpole and talecide wether tdfind a new
intermediary orto start negotiatingourselves
independently.

During this proces it wasXavier Carrio
Mallado pellow in the front of the boat and in
Newsleter 89, 3rd page, toleft, person on the
right) who played an important role. Being a
journalist he was able to substantiate the
suspections with the first documents and
therefore speed uphe whole proces.

The first gathering between the indigenous
leaders of the 22 communities of the TICOYA
reserve about thistieme took place on the
12th of August and the nexbne is plannedat
the end of the month The goal ido start
trading in the CO2 of their commorands
independentlywithout an intermediary Since

it is quite a difficult concept for most of the
locals to understand it is an important topic to
be discussed regularly.

It still seems not to get througto most people
what the ®nsequences are of these activities
We really hope that the next generation,
having hada better education, will makether
deasions. Also in difult times.
